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Pastor’s Corner – “Teachings from the Parables of Christ (Part 11)” 
Parable of Hidden Treasure 

“The Kingdom of Heaven is like treasure hidden in a field.” (Matthew 13:44, NIV) 

In ancient times, it was customary for people to hide their valuables or large sums of 
money in the ground.  (I don't know if this practice is still done in our days.)  The 
ground in the garden offered better protection from thieves than their simple, humble 
houses did.  Sometimes, due to life circumstances beyond the owner’s control, their 
treasure remained in the ground forever—or until someone else found it, by 
chance.  That is what happened in this parable spoken by Jesus. 

In this narrative, the man who found the treasure sold everything he had to buy the 
field where the treasure was hidden (vs. 45).  That is how Jesus demonstrated that the 
value of the Kingdom of Heaven is a treasure of great price.  Nothing can have a great-
er value than the eternal life promised by Jesus to His children.  No material good nor 
anything else that mankind values can compare to it. “What good will it be for a man if 
he gains the whole world, yet forfeits his soul?” (Matthew 16:26)  Through this para-
ble, Jesus teaches us a lesson of vital importance:  that it is worth sacrificing every-
thing in this life to have salvation; whether it be guilty pleasures, a selfish lifestyle, a 
life of sin loaded with anger, malice, envy, jealousy, revenge, or… 

“Lord, for Your sake, I give up everything that could separate me from You.  I want to 
follow You wherever You want to lead me!”
